ORDER
(Release of Funds)
													


On November 12, 2013, the Court issued a judgment granting a petition requesting a release of funds from the above-referenced adult CTF beneficiary to pay for the purchase of a vehicle. Order (Pet. Granted), CF 13-10 (HCN Tr. Ct., Nov. 12, 2013) at 8. In that Order, the Court noted that the vehicle described by the information initially submitted to it was no longer available.  The Court stated that before it could release funds for the purchase of another vehicle, it would require the petitioner to submit certain information relating to that particular vehicle.  Id. at 8-9.  The petitioner has now filed the required information with the Court.  
The Court therefore grants the request on the basis of the reasoning enunciated in its initial order.  Id. at 5–9.  Therefore, the Court directs Fifth Third Bank to deliver checks payable in the following amount to:

The checks shall bear the following notation respectively:  “Shaina L. Heneha, Tribal ID  439A006869.”  The  bears the responsibility of contacting the above provider to inform them of the anticipated receipt of such check and the item that the Court has approved for payment. [footnoteRef:1] [1:  As stated in the previous Order, absent an additional Fact-Finding Hearing, parental responsibility exists for any discrepancy between this previously approved amount and the price for this particular vehicle.  Id.. at 8, n.1.  Additionally, it is the responsibility of the parents to avoid waste of this disbursement from Ms. Heneha’s trust fund by procuring and maintaining adequate insurance.] 

In regards to the granted request, the Court directs Lana Deere to “maintain records and account to the Trial Court in sufficient detail to demonstrate that the funds disbursed were expended as required by [the PER CAPITA ORDINANCE] and any other applicable federal law.”  PER CAPITA ORDINANCE, § 12.8c(2).  The  shall submit a financial report along with relevant documentation (e.g., receipts and invoices) to the Court within three (3) months after receipt of the disbursement, confirming the specified use of the funds.  Failure to do so may subject the  to the contempt powers of the Court pursuant to the HO-CHUNK NATION CONTEMPT ORDINANCE and/or repayment of the amount advanced from the CTF of Shaina L. Heneha.  Furthermore, the  must submit any excess funds to the Court in the form of a check.  The Court shall maintain an open case file until acceptance of a final accounting, and service of process shall be performed on the address stated in the Petition unless parties direct otherwise in writing.  See HCN R. Civ. P. 5(C)(3).
PLEASE BE ADVISED:  each minor CTF beneficiary must file an annual federal income tax return, and may need to file an equivalent state tax return.  Individuals may request a release of CTF monies for payment of taxes, if necessary, by filing a Certificate of Additional Tax Due with Fifth Third Bank, Attn.:  Kurt Ballast MD #RMNR1C, 111 Lyon Street NW, Grand Rapids, MI 49503, preferably on or before March 31 of the applicable tax year.  Requests for such documentation may likewise be directed to Fifth Third Bank.  Failure to pay appropriate taxes may result in penalties and/or fines.  Fifth Third Bank routinely provides relevant tax-related information to beneficiaries, provided that the beneficiaries maintain current mailing addresses with the Ho-Chunk Nation Office of Tribal Enrollment, P.O. Box 129, Black River Falls, WI 54615, Tel.:  (800) 331-7824.
The parties retain the right to file a timely post judgment motion with this Court in accordance with HCN R. Civ. P. 58, Amendment to or Relief from Judgment or Order.   Otherwise, “[a]ny final Judgment or Order of the Trial Court may be appealed to the Supreme Court.  The Appeal must comply with the Rules of Appellate Procedure [hereinafter HCN R. App. P.], specifically Rules of Appellate Procedure, Rule 7, Right of Appeal.”  HCN R. Civ. P. 61.  The appellant “shall within sixty (60) calendar days after the day such judgment or order was rendered, file with the  Supreme Court Clerk, a Notice of Appeal from such judgment or order, together with a filing fee as stated in the appendix or schedule of fees”  HCN R. App. P. 7(b)(1).  “All subsequent actions of a final Judgment or Trial Court Order must follow the [HCN R. App. P.].”  HCN R. Civ. P. 61.
