ORDER

(Requiring Corroborative Documentation)


The Court convened a Status Hearing on January 13, 2011 at 11:00 a.m. CST, for purposes of assessing any intervening change in circumstances.  Neither party appeared at the proceeding despite receipt of proper notice.  Order (Granting Post-J. Mot.), CG 08-82 (HCN Tr. Ct., July 14, 2010) at 2.  As a result, the Court requires the respondent to file documentation corroborating continued receipt of food stamps or medical assistance, i.e., BadgerCare Plus.  See Wis. Stat. § 812.44(5)(2) (2010).  If the respondent no longer qualifies for such programs, then she shall provide evidence substantiating date(s) of last receipt.  The respondent shall file such documentation on or before February 4, 2011.
  A failure to do so shall result in reviving the wage garnishment.
