ORDER
(Status Hearing)
													

On June 16, 2011, the Court convened a Hearing to determine whether the Court had subject matter jurisdiction over the instant action.  In her Complaint, the plaintiff asserted that the Court had subject matter jurisdiction over the cause of action by virtue of tradition and custom. Comp. at 3. Accordingly, the plaintiff and the Court met with the Traditional Court to determine whether stealing was a cause of action under tradition and custom. The Traditional Court confirmed that stealing did exist under tradition and custom and is something that was frowned upon and dealt with. Status Hr’g (LPER, June 16, 2011, 01:37:36 CDT). Consequently, by virtue of tradition and custom, the Court does maintain subject matter jurisdiction over causes of action arising over accusations of stealing. Furthermore, the Court shall convene a Scheduling Conference on Wednesday, September 14, 2011 at 1:30 p.m. CDT.
