ORDER

(Requiring Amended Petition)

On May 1, 2009, the petitioner filed the Petition to Register and Enforce a Foreign Judgment or Order.
  The petitioner attached a certified copy of a State of Wisconsin judgment originally entered on June 11, 1997.  Under Wisconsin law, no execution on a judgment shall issue after five (5) years of the rendition of the judgment. Wis. Stat. § 815.04 (2009).
  The Court consequently requires proof that the petitioner has revived the foreign judgment through applicable Wisconsin procedures.  Therefore, the Court grants the petitioner forty-five (45) days from the entry of this order to file an Amended Petition, including a recently issued foreign money judgment.  The respondents will receive ten (10) days to respond to this filing.

IT IS SO ORDERED this 22nd day of January 2010, by the Ho-Chunk Nation Trial Court located in Black River Falls, Wisconsin within the sovereign lands of the Ho-Chunk Nation.

� The Court delayed processing the instant case due to an inability of the petitioner’s legal counsel, Attorney Kristi S. Meier, to secure admission to the Ho-Chunk Nation Bar Association until Saturday, January 16, 2010.  Attorney Meier previously filed a Motion to Appear Pro Hac Vice, but the Judiciary only allows a counselor to use this procedure on a single occasion.  See HCN R. Civ. P. 16. � Although not binding in this jurisdiction, the Court regards the relevant statutory provision as persuasive authority.  The Court acknowledges that state law permits “action upon a judgment . . . within 20 years after the judgment . . . is entered,” Wis. Stat. § 893.40 (2009), but governing tribal rules regard wage garnishments as a form of execution.  HCN R. Civ. P. 71-72. 
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
