ORDER

(Denial of Motion for Expedited Consideration)

On July 8, 2010, the respondents filed a Notice and Motion for Extension of Time and Defendant’s [sic] Notice and Motion for Expedited Consideration. See Ho-Chunk Nation Rules of Civil Procedure (hereinafter HCN R. Civ. P.), Rule 18, 19(C).  The respondents requested expedited consideration of the motion, but have not satisfied the two (2) elements of the rule.  Id., Rule 19(C).  The respondents requested that the Motion for Extension of Time be heard in an expedited timeframe, but the respondents failed to include the “reasons why the accompanying Motion should be heard prior to the normal time period.” HCN R. Civ. P. 19(C). The respondents state, “this case may have pending deadlines or court proceedings and Attorney Heidi A. Drobnick requests expedited consideration in order for the respondents to remain compliant with the HCN Rules of Civil Procedure.” Defendant’s [sic] Notice and Motion for Expedited Consideration at 2. The next potential deadline in this case is their Response Brief July 19, 2010, which the respondents indicate that Ho-Chunk Nation Department of Justice retained Attorney Drobnick on July 1, 2010. Furthermore, the respondents have not stated "what efforts [they have] made to resolve the issue with the opposing party prior to filing the Motion for Expedited Consideration."  HCN R. Civ. P. 19(C). The motion lacks evidence of any efforts made with Ms. Quarderer’s lay advocate regarding this issue.
The Court shall convene a Motion Hearing to allow the respondents the ability to present its motion, and to provide interested parties the opportunity to offer a response.  The interested parties must file any written response to the motion at least one (1) day prior to the hearing on the motion.
  Any interested parties may choose to offer a verbal response at the hearing, but this Court shall not recognize any untimely or improperly served written response.  The time, date and location of the Hearing shall be indicated on the Notice of Hearing.
