ORDER

(Dismissal)


On July 22, 2009, the Court afforded the plaintiffs “a further opportunity to amend its pleading” and “require[d] . . . this filing within thirty (30) days of the issuance of th[e] decision,” i.e., on or before August 24, 2009, due to the filing deadline occurring on a weekend.  Order (Permitting Further Amend.), CV 09-11 (HCN Tr. Ct., July 22, 2009) at 2; see also Ho-Chunk Nation Rules of Civil Procedure (hereinafter HCN R. Civ. P.), Rule 17(B).
  The plaintiffs, however, filed the Third Amended Complaint on August 27, 2009, without requesting an extension prior to the filing deadline.  Instead, a letter accompanied the untimely pleading in which the plaintiffs sought to extend an already expired timeframe.
  The Court regards its directive as patently clear, and informs the parties that it shall dismiss the instant action “after thirty (30) calendar days unless good cause is shown in writing prior to the end of the thirty (30) day period.”  HCN R. Civ. P. 56(C).  The Court shall not accept as “good cause” a reiteration of the proffered excuse(s) appearing in the deficient extension request.  
IT IS SO ORDERED this 21st day of September 2009, by the Ho-Chunk Nation Trial Court located in Black River Falls, WI within the sovereign lands of the Ho-Chunk Nation.
