ORDER

(Motion Hearing)


The Court, in its discretion, has determined to convene a hearing so as to grant the defendants the ability to argue the January 16, 2009 Motion to Quash Subpoenas for Representative Garvin, Greengrass, Decorah and Judge Thompson and Motion to Dismiss, and to provide the plaintiff the opportunity to offer a response.  The below excerpted portions of the Ho-Chunk Nation Rules of Civil Procedure (hereinafter HCN R. Civ. P.) provide an explanation of the motion process.

Rule 19.
Filing and Responding to Motions.

(A) Filing.  Motions may be filed by a party with any pleading or at any time after their first pleading has been filed.  A copy of all written Motions shall be delivered or mailed to other parties at least five (5) calendar days before the time specified for a hearing on the Motion.  Motions for Extension of Time and More Definite Statement may be filed before the initial pleading.

(B) Responses.  A Response to a written Motion must be filed at least one (1) day before the hearing.  If no hearing is scheduled, the Response must be filed with the Court and served on the other parties within ten (10) calendar days of the date the Motion was filed.  The party filing the Motion must file any Reply within three (3) calendar days.

The plaintiff must file any written Response to the motion at least one (1) day prior to the hearing on the motion.
  The plaintiff may choose to offer a verbal response at the hearing, but this Court shall not recognize any untimely or improperly served written Response.  The Court shall convene the Motion Hearing on the date, time and location indicated within the accompanying Notice of Hearing.
