ORDER
(Staying Writ of Restitution)

On March 8, 2006, the defendant, LaVetta M. Cloud, filed a Motion for Hardship Hearing accompanied by an affidavit.  See Ho-Chunk Nation Rules of Civil Procedure, Rule 18.  The Court hereby grants the defendant's request and stays the execution of the March 2, 2006 Writ of Restitution.  The Court shall convene a Hardship Hearing on the date, time and location indicated in the attached Notice(s) of Hearing.  Since the Court did not impose a money judgment against the defendant, the Court shall only address whether other conditions should be imposed upon the defendant's occupancy during the month long reprieve.  See Eviction Ordinance, 8 HCC § 3.7.  Otherwise, the stay of the eviction shall expire on March 28, 2006, i.e., thirty (30) days from the issuance of the February 27, 2006 Eviction Order (Default Judgment).  Id.  Therefore, the defendant may ultimately avoid eviction only by independently resolving the matter with the plaintiff.  The plaintiff shall inform the Court if it requires a reissued writ of restitution.  Id., § 3.6b.

IT IS SO ORDERED this 8th day of March 2006, by the Ho-Chunk Nation Trial Court located in Black River Falls, WI within the sovereign lands of the Ho-Chunk Nation.
