ORDER

(Regarding Conclusion of Discovery)


On May 17, 2006, Clerk of Court Marcella Cloud filed an Affidavit, detailing her actions in regards to dispersing the Decision entered by Pro Tempore Judge Kimberly Vele.  Additionally, Ms. Cloud informed the defendant that "[t]he timeframe for filing an interlocutory appeal with the Ho-Chunk Nation Supreme Court, and filing a corresponding request for a stay with the Trial Court, commence[d] on the date of th[e] file stamped affidavit."  Aff. at 2; see also Order (Regarding Pending Mots.), CV 02-93 (HCN Tr. Ct., Jan. 30, 2006) at 29, 35.  Defendant's counsel received the Affidavit and attachments on May 24, 2006, as noted on the Domestic Return Receipt, but did not submit any subsequent filings with the Judiciary.

Therefore, the Court mailed the Decision and attachments to the plaintiff's counsel on June 5, 2006.  The United States Postal Service Track & Confirm webpage indicates receipt on June 7, 2006.  Since the plaintiff has not filed a timely interlocutory appeal of the judgment, the Court shall readdress the timelines set forth within its January 30, 2006 decision.  See HCN R. App. P. 8 (requiring submission of interlocutory appeals within ten (10) days of an interim judgment).  


The Court shall require the parties to file a joint declaration within sixty (60) days of this judgment, establishing a concluding date for discovery.
  The only other previously established deadline shall remain unaffected by this judgment.  Order (Regarding Pending Mots.) at 30, ll. 15-18.  Finally, the defendant shall inform the Court whether it has fully complied with the expert witness discovery request.
  Id. at 38.
