PLACING THE PROBATE CODE OUT
FOR A FORTY-FEVE DAY REVIEW
RESOLUTION 6-17-08 H

on November 1, 1994, the United States Secretary of the Interior approved a new
Constitution for the Ho-Chunk Nation, formerly known as the Wisconsin Winnebago
Tribe; and

the Ho-Chunk Nation (“Nation™) is a federally recognized Indian Tribe, organized
pursuant to the Indian Reorganization Act of 1934; and

Article V, Section 2(a) of the Ho-Chunk Nation Constitution (“Constitution™) grants the
Ho-Chunk Nation Legislature (“Legislature™) the power to make laws, including codes,
ordinances, resolutions, and statutes; and

Article V, Section 2(i) of the Constitution grants the Legislature the power to niegotiate
and enter into treaties, compacts, contracts, and agreements with other governments,
organizations, or individuals; and

Article V, Section 2(k) of the Constitution grants the Legislature the power 1o acquire of
purchase lands for the benefit of the Nation and its members; and

Article V, Section 2(1) of the Constitution grants the Legislature the power to enact laws
to manage, lease, permit, or otherwise deal with the Nation's lands, interests in lands or

other assets; and

Article V, Section 2(1m) of the Constitution grants the Legislature the power to enact laws
to prevent the sale, disposition, or encumbrance of Ho-Chunk lands, or other Ho-Chunk

assets; and

Article V, Section 2(o) of the Constitution granis the Legislature the power to enact laws
to regulate and zone any lands within the jurisdiction of the Ho-Chunk Nation; and

Article V, Section 2(p) of the Constitution grants the Legislature the power fo enact laws
to create and regulate a system of property including but not limited to use, title, deed,
estate, inheritance, transfer, conveyance, and devise; and

Atticle V, Section 2(r) of the Constitution grants the Legislature the power to protect and
foster Ho-Chunk religious freedom, culture, language, and traditions; and

Article V, Section 2(u) of the Constitution grants the Legislature the power to enact laws
to regulate domestic relations of person within the jurisdiction of the Nation; and

Article V, Section 2(x) of the Constitution grants the Legislature the power to enact any
other laws, ordinances, resolutions, and statutes necessary to exercise its legislative
powers delegated by the General Council pussuant to Article 111 including but not limited
to the foregoing list of powers; and

for sometime the Legislature has been drafting a Probate Code; and
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WHEREAS, the Probate Code was reviewed by Attorney Douglas Nash who is the Director of the
Institute for Indian Estate Planning and Probate, an Indian Land Tenure Foundation

project located at Seattle University School of Law; and

WHEREAS, the Legislative Organization Act (2 HCC §11) “is enacted to establish procedures and
rules to govern individual and collective actions of members of the Legislature and to
establish uniformity in the proceedings of legislative business; thereby increasing the
efficiency of the Legislature.”; and

WHEREAS, the Legislature has held an Off-Site to review provisions of the Ac; and
WHEREAS, Chapter T of the Legisiative Organization Act controls the Nation’s Bill Process; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Chapter Il1, Sec.t.ien 31 of the Legislative Organization Act, unless waived or
modified, the “public review period shall be forty-five (45) days.”

NOW THEREFORE, BE TT RESOLVED that the Legislatute, pursuant to its Constitutional authority,
places the Probate Code out for forty-five day public review. : :
